SHANDAN BAILIE SCHOOL
GANSU PROVINCE

(where “Gung Ho” was born!)

The Shandan Bailie School is located
in Shandan, a remote provincial city in
China’s northwest.  Gansu is close to the
Gobi Desert and Inner Mongolia.

The average annual income of the local
farmers is around 2,000 Chinese Yuan
(RMB) which is approximately $250 U.S.
a year.

The term “Gung Ho” began
as an abbreviation for the
Mandarin phrase Gongye

Hezhoushe, or industrial cooperative. Starting
in 1938, Gung Ho was the slogan and
nickname of the International Committee for
the Promotion of Chinese Industrial
Cooperatives, a project founded by Rewi Alley
to foster genuinely democratic cooperatives
in various parts of China. Gung Ho eventually
became the unofficial slogan of the U.S.
Marine Corps!

Wu Jing is a 17-year-old girl from Shandan.
Ten years ago her father suffered from a
stroke and can no longer work.  Then her
mother lost her job.  The family obviously
is suffering and struggling for their lives.
The family cannot afford the fees for both
Wu Jing and her brother even though the
Bailie School’s fees are lower than other
technical. Wu Jing does well academically
but when she graduated from middle school
her mother wanted her to help support her
brother by taking a job. Wu Jing was so
intent on studying that her mother borrowed
money from relatives and friends whose
economic situation was slightly better.   Wu
Jing  is learning electronics in order to find
work close to home.  She will proved
essential funds for her family, break the
cycle of out-migration, and help build her
community.

Jiao Ya-ya is from a peasant family in one
of the poorest counties in Gansu province.
She has two brothers.  Because water is
scarce, their land produces very little
income—only 2,000-3,000 Yuan (RMB) a
year.  This is $250-$350 (U.S.)  Every year
Ya-Ya’s father supplements the family’s
income by finding work in a large city.  Ya-
ya was urged to do the same. However, she
was so eager to study that her parents
borrowed money to send her to the
Shandan Bailie School.
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Who is Ida Pruitt?
Ida Pruitt was born in China in 1888 and
lived there for fifty years. She worked as
an educator before becoming the first
Director of Social Services at the Peking
Union Medical College hospital which the
Rockefeller family founded.  During WWII,
she joined forces with the founder of the
Bailie School, Rewi Alley, to raise much
of the initial funding.  She continued to
support the common people she loved
and China’s struggle against Japan.
